	PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 
Thinking of an idea for a final project, that is both creative and meaningful is an extremely challenging task especially when there is no specific theme required to focus on. Having looked through various websites and artists for inspiration, I decided to look at the current affairs of my life and incorporate them to produce a piece. Currently a senior, about to graduate from stony brook university in a month, I decided to design my final project to be a joyous recollection of the memories in college I’ve had so far. The idea is a series of 6 photographs of the most common locations on campus that I recall hanging out the most and combining these photos with portraits of people I associate the location with. For example, as an international student ambassador I’ve worked 3 seasons of summer and winter orientations at the SAC and have met many people in the process and associate the SAC with orientation and the friends I made while being an ISA. I chose this as it gives me an opportunity to make my final project a way of making the best out of my last few days in college. I started the semester with my first project being titled ‘Identity’ and want to end the semester with my final project also being identity but more relatable to me at a personal level.



	OUTCOMES: 
· Each picture would incorporate a location and a combination of photos of the common spots (Eg., lobby, basement) and people I remember when I think of each location. 

· The picture will be placed into a mason jar to create the nostalgic glass ball effect. This is also to make it visually pleasing.

· The 6 locations I have chosen are the SAC, Campus Recreation Center, LIRR (Stony Brook), Library (Starbucks, ATAS), South P, James College.
· The number of spots at each location depends on the location. (i.e., the SAC would have a lot more spots than the South P).

· The people will not be photographed at the location I associate them with as this can be extremely time consuming to coincide their availabilities with mine.

· People will be photographed at different places in front of a white board background making it easier for me to crop them and incorporate them into the picture.

· The images will be sized such that they can fit the length of a mason jar bottle.

· I want to incorporate some sort of battery operated light bulb inside the bottle or string lights to light up the images inside the bottle and make it easier to see. 

· Presentation location – I wish for these bottles to either be hung down by strings or placed at eye level for ease of viewing. 
· Although there may be a larger number of people at certain locations the number of people will be limited or group pictures taken before maybe incorporated
Certain concerns that I have with putting this idea together: 

· Type of paper that the pictures need to be printed on to perfectly stick to the walls of the jar 

· Given that the cylindrical portion of the jar has a smaller width and bigger length, the measurements of the picture that needs to be printed



	METHODS AND MATERIALS: 
Materials: 

· DSLR camera 
· Big white board

· Tripod

· A list of the spots at each location & the people

· Filter (photo gels only if needed for neutralizing the light)

· Smooth Sided Mason jars

· String lights/battery operated tea lights (to place inside if possible)

· Strings (if chosen to be hung)

· Distilled water or oil (filling fluid if light does not work) 

· Lightroom & Photoshop

Each person will be made to stand in front of a whiteboard, to create the contrast so that I can crop them out of the picture and insert them into the picture of the location. Blending spots at a certain location into the main picture to make sure the picture of the location is still recognizable. By printing on slightly hard printing paper the light placed within the bottle can light up the pictures in the jar, however if this doesn’t work, printing the pictures as regular photos and filling the jars with distilled water helps the jar from tipping and adds a glossy effect while oil would make it more vintage in appearance.
